Congratulations!  You have maintained an academic average of 3.5 or higher for two and ½ years.  This is not only commendable but also makes you eligible for membership in this prestigious national organization.  Selection to NHS is a privilege, not a right.  Membership is granted only to those students selected by the Faculty Council in each school. Students do not apply for membership: instead they provide information to be used by the selection committee to support their candidacy for membership.  This is not an election and is not conveyed simply because a student has achieved a certain level of academic performance.  There are FOUR criteria that are considered for membership: academics, leadership, service, and character.  Candidates for membership are expected to exemplify these criteria.  You have already met the academic criteria.  Now you need to validate that you have met the other criteria of leadership and character and service.
THE PROCESS

· You will complete the information packet that has been given to you.  This must be returned IN PERSON to Mr Bechtler in N05 or Mr. Kadar in D48 by Thursday, March 27, 2014.  Any other method will invalidate your consideration for membership.

· The completed form includes:
1. The application by Thursday, April 3 2014.

2. The leadership form that explains what leadership you wish to be considered for the leadership component by Thursday, April 3rd.

3. A service form that explains the service you have done to qualify for the service component by 4/3.
4. A personal essay with your application by April 3, 2014.

· The entire faculty has been provided with a list of your names and asked to comment on the CHARACTER aspect as it pertains to you.

· An anonymous Faculty Council will review the qualifications and determine acceptance into the organization. They are looking for students who demonstrate outstanding performance in these areas. NOTE:  The advisors coordinate and moderate at the meeting but are NOT PART of the final decision.

· Prior to the selection process a member of the faculty reviews your qualifications and presents you to the other council members.

· It is not unusual for the Faculty Council to request further information to clarify activities, which are unclear.

· Be assured that each person is considered in detail and analyzed for all of the other three criteria: leadership, service, and character. Make sure that you have at least one item listed under each of these topics if you want to be seriously considered.

· Everyone will be notified of their membership status after the Council makes their final decision.
